           TUSCAN INSPIRATION ...
Drawing, Collage and Clay in the Italian countriside
This 5 and half day Workshop is based amongst the stunning landscapes around Villa Pia, and the Medieval architecture of Lippiano and Anghiari.
On site drawings will be created, inspired by architectural and environmental details. Initial drawings, rubbings, photographs and collections of found materials, will be gathered, and then developed further back in the studio, at Villa Pia. 
With ongoing one to one tuition, and group demonstrations, mark-making techniques and drawing skills will be taught. Working with charcoal, conte crayons, ink and paint, ideas will be developed in greater depth, both figuratively and abstractly. Working also with paper manipulation, colour mixing, collage and stitching, ideas will be explored further. 
This work will then be developed further in clay, using raw clay and biscuit tiles. Colour decoration will be explored through a variety of ceramic techniques, including low relief, mono-printing, slip, oxide and glaze decoration.

This workshop is taught jointly by Artist Ruth Franklin, and Ceramic Maker Robert Cooper, who both have many years experience of teaching in Art Colleges and Adult Education Institutes. They have both exhibited widely, internationally, and have their work in Museum and Public Collections. 
This 5 and a half day workshop is ideal for beginners and intermediates.
